Kelp Forest Ecosystems

Introduction

the plants and animals that live in kelp forests.
While watching the video, use the guiding questions
below to record what you've learned.

1. How many feet can kelp grow per day?

2. What's the name of the claw-like structure
that anchors kelp to the seafloor/substrate
beneath it (similar to a tree’s roots)?

3. What type of sea creature can chew through
that structure?
